Cllr N Dixon declared an interest in planning application 7/2015/2182 & 2138 as his residence and place of work were in close proximity to the proposed development. 
64/15 Approval of Minutes of the meeting held on the 29th July 2015
All members had received a copy of the minutes to read. Resolved: The minutes of the meeting held on the 29th July 2015 were confirmed as a true & accurate record, and as such were signed by the Chairman.

Mr Pete Barron of Middle Howe had expressed an interest in being co-opted to Borrowdale Parish Council

Cllr G Brocklesby proposed that Mr P Barron be co-opted, Cllr T Dowson seconded this with all present in favour. Resolved Mr P Barron be co-opted to Borrowdale Parish Council with immediate effect

66/15 Public Participation

Police Matters
PCSO Adele Lyall attended the meeting and provided an update on incidents since the last Borrowdale Parish Council meeting. There were a number of road traffic related issues, and 1 assault, 1 incident of criminal damage and 2 of sneak in burglaries and 1 incident of theft from a vehicle. 

It was noted that residents should be careful about locking doors and windows on properties and vehicles to deter the sneak in thieves .

Mr B Bland noted he had called the police out on Friday 25th September regarding illegal hunting taking place within the Parish. 
CC Cllr A Lysser

Borrowdale Road- CC Cllr Lysser updated the meeting that following the concerns raised at the previous Borrowdale PC meeting regarding drainage/condition of the road/vegetation over growth he met with CCC staff who undertook a survey of work required. Works will be undertaken during a series of overnight road closures to work on the rock/craggy overhanging areas of the road and at the same time some of the other issues will be dealt with. It is hoped that this work will take place in November time (subject to availability of the rock works team). 
CCC have confirmed to the National Trust that they will also look to undertake some of the drainage works at the same time though the locations of this proposed work are not confirmed.

Concern was once again raised regarding the lack of funding received by the B5289 given the volume of traffic on it.CC Cllr Lysser confirmed that this was because it was a ‘B’ road.

Resolved that the Clerk research what the process is for having a road re-classified

Action: Clerk to contact CCC to ask about the re-classification of the road

The Clerk informed the meeting that she had a copy of the traffic count statistics from 2014, but unfortunately due to parked vehicles no data was available from July-Sept.
Resolved that the Clerk request a further traffic data be undertaken in 2016 at an appropriate position to prevent parked cars interfering with the data.

Action: that the Clerk request this be conducted between Easter- Oct Half Term 2016. 

A/BC Cllr Adrian-Davis Johnson

Cllr Davis Johnson confirmed that he had been successful in organizing ABC to pay back the £100 audit fee that Borrowdale & Above Derwent were over charged in 14/15 due to a mistake by ABC in paying the precept to early in March 2014.The Council thanked Cllr A Davis-Johnson for his help with this.

Cllr A Davis-Johnson requested an update on the issue of the Bin at Rosthwaite. The Clerk informed him that ABC had organized more regular bin emptying and would be siting a second bin once they were back in stock.
Cllr A Davis-Johnson requested to know if there were any home housing houses in the Parish. Councillors noted that there 7 at Kiln Orchard, 1 on Middle Howe and 2 on Chapel Howe.  Cllr A Davis-Johnson requested that residents report any problems with Home Housing direct to him.
Billy Bland

Mr B Bland attended to report an incident of illegal hunting with dogs by Blencathra Foxhounds that took place in the Parish on the 25th September at 7:20am at Knitting Haws. He reported this to the police who attended. 

Resolved that the Clerk write to the National Trust and the Police to raise concern once again that the conditions of the license are not being adhered to. 

Resolved that the Clerk write to the Blencathra Fox Hounds and ask for a copy of their fixture list for the forthcoming season.

Green Space at Borrowdale Institute 
The clerk informed the meeting that the tenancy for Yew Tree Farm has now been signed with Johnny Bland, however in the lease the National Trust have retained the right to take back the portion of land next to the Village Hall if it were to be required in the future.  Village Hall Committee to continue working/developing plans for the future utilization of the village hall. 
Action: Village Hall Committee to continue working on this matter. 
National Trust Matters- Howe Cottage
The Clerk informed the meeting that the letting of this property has been delayed, but it is hoped that the advert will be circulated in Mid October
Action: Clerk to circulate the advert to all when it is released. 
Vodafone Sure Signal Project

The Clerk informed the meeting that the installation of the Sure Signal devices had commenced with one being live at Kiln Howe.
Cllr G Brocklesby requested how the payment of the electricity costs was going to be handled.

Resolved that the Clerk contact Vodafone to ask for a calculation on how much the units cost to run, and then those properties hosting the device to be reimbursed once a year

Broadband

The Clerk informed the meeting that Superfast Broadband was still being worked on, it is hoped that the Grange Cabinet will go live by the end of 2015, with the Rosthwaite Cabinet due to go live by March 2016. Delays had occurred due to ‘techincal’ difficulties.
The Council noted disappointment at the length of time the installation of the broadband was taking 

Action: Clerk to continue to pursue Connecting Cumbria to narrow down the installation dates.
