The repair works to the Borrowdale Road have been completed and the condition of the road was much improved, however there are still some outstanding drain works to be undertaken. It has also been noted that other areas of the road are deteriorating, and the Parish Council will continue their communications with Cumbria County Council Highways Department regarding the road maintenance.

Mr Dowson emphasised that the Borrowdale Parish Council website contains all of the info of the Parish Council meetings, the agenda’s, minutes, financial information & governance.  The website is kept up to date by the Clerk. 

Mr Dowson thanked the Clerk for her on-going hard work and assistance.
