1. Welcome, introductions and apologies for absence


Mr Hindmarch welcomed everyone to the Annual Parish Meeting of Borrowdale Parish Council. Apologies were received from the above named people 
2. Minutes.  
All members had received a copy of the Minutes from the Annual Parish Meeting held on Wednesday 16th May 2018
Resolved : that the minutes of the Annual Parish meeting held  on 16th May 2018 were confirmed  as a true and accurate record and were signed as such by the Chairman.

3. Chairman’s report for 18/19
David Hindmarch read a copy of his report for the past 12 months.

 The Council has met 6  times in the last year. Borrowdale Parish Council were represented on Allerdale Borough Council by Mr Adrian Johnston and on Cumbria County Council by Mr Tony Lywood. Neither authority had attended any meeting in the past year. 

As of the 2nd May 2019 there is currently a vacancy for one councillor, if anyone is interested in becoming a councillor they can attend contact the Clerk for details. Members of the public are welcome and can address any meeting under the agenda item, Public Participation. 

Borrowdale Parish Council received a kind donation from Mr & Mrs Harrison, formerly of the Borrowdale Gates Hotel, for the purchase of a defibrillator. It is sited at the Borrowdale Story/Methodist Church in Grange. 

Notable matters during the year:

1) Grange Toilets: The ongoing issue with the closure by Allerdale Borough Council of the vital public toilets within Grange. Cllr A Roberts has been representing the Parish Council at multi-agency meetings to try and secure an asset transfer to the LDNPA to ensure that the facilities remain open. The intention is they will be owned by the LDNPA with a pay per use system in place which will cover the ongoing running costs (the works will be undertaken by the National Trust). Borrowdale Parish Council have indicated that they would be willing to provide a small grant on a year by year basis to preserve this vital facility. 
2) Community Led Housing, Cllr F Chapman has led on a project to consider the viability of the site at The Glebe which has been identified in the LDNPA Local Plan as for ‘affordable housing’. Cllr F Chapman secured a grant for the initial survey works which have now been concluded and have shown there are no issues with ground water. The works on moving this forward are ongoing.

3) Parking at Seathwaite- This is an ongoing concern particularly over Remembrance Weekend, a multi agency group has been formed to consider the possible solutions for this site, and whilst 

the short term measures led to a smoother Remembrance Weekend in 2018 the long term solutions remain to be seen. Borrowdale Parish Council continue to request to be included in discussions relating to the long term options for this site. 

The Parish Council continue to represent Parishoners concerns and views with many regional and national authorities including the Police, National Trust & the LDNPA. As Chair I would like to thank Mr Roy Henderson of the National Trust for his regular attendance at meetings and the positive working relationship that has developed with the National Trust. 

Additionally the Parish Council is a consultee on any formal Planning Application within the Parish and recognises local frustrations with the Planning Systems. Neighbours are no longer notified of Planning Applications in their neighbourhood other than by the notice on the nearest lamp-post. Members of the public are always welcome at the Parish Council meetings during which Plans will be shared and the Parish Council will provide a formal response. 

If anyone needs any further information the Borrowdale Parish Council website contains all of the info of the Parish Council meetings, the agenda’s, minutes, financial information & governance.  The website is kept up to date by the Clerk. 

I must thank the Clerk for her on-going hard work and assistance. 

Finally I must thank all the councillors for their ongoing time and dedication to their roles and I look forward to working with them over the new council term.
