3. Chairman’s report for 19-21

4. Questions & Open Discussion

It was noted that there had been no issues with parking in Grange over the early May Bank Holiday (partly due to the weather!).
The Clerk confirmed that CCC are aware that the current double yellow lines are not up to standard, and work is going to be taken to rectify this issue.

Further there CCC are considering further consultations about Double Yellow Line (and other road markings) within Grange.

Mr A Roberts- Updated councillors on a meeting he attended recently, regarding the proposal to have a Rural Clear Way from Portinscale to Grange. This has been vetoed by Cumbria County Council.  An initiative was discussed that has been set up by a resident of Portinscale, for ‘Park & Sail’ to use the Rugby Club overflow car park, and link it with the Keswick Launch (for reduced fares). It is hoped that this will be running for the 17th May 2021.  This will hopefully alleviate/mitigate some of the traffic coming through Portinscale and the surrounding areas. 

Thanks were noted to Mr Wilson (resident of Portinscale) for driving forward this ‘park and sail initiative’.

A working group is now being formed between a number of the members of the meeting that took place to consider the issues with parking on the Western Road/access to the Borrowdale Valley.
